Atlas Mountainsis a popular ski resqrbut it is also a fantastic area for birding.

As we driveby the cultivated field®n our way into the mountainge should find a good mix of
resident species such @seat Grey Shrike (likely to be thealgeriensissubspecies, sometimes
referred to as Sahara Grey Shriang with theeleganssubspecies that also occurs in Morggco
Little Owl, Sardinian Warbler, Spotless Starling Maghreb Magpie (a recent split from
Eurasian MagpieMoussier's Redstart White-throated Dipper, African Blue Tit, andHouse
Bunting.

As wegain altitude among the rocky slopes, we will searchBtaick Wheatearand theregional
endemid.evaillant's Woodpecker. When we reach the ski resort at Oukaimeden, we will check

the snowline for the handsomdérican Crimson -winged Finch. Other species here incluBeck

Sparrow, Alpine Chough, Red-billed Chough, Northern Wheatear (the seebohmsubspecies,

After breakfast in our hotel, we will head south to the edge of the Sahara, Deseof the most
exciting parts of our toufThis journey will take us around five hours, but we will break up the
journey with stops for birdingAlong theroute we may seleurasian Crag Martin, Desert Lark,
Black Wheatear, White-crowned Wheatear, Blue Rock Thrush, and many more species we
may have encountered in previous days.

Streaked Scrub Warbler. This species is widespread across much of North AfttieaMiddle
East, and Central Asia hutteing a monotypi€amily, makes it an extremely exciting one to see,
especiallyconsidering it is tricky to access across much of its ranghile looking for this
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interesting speciesye may also find'hick-billed Lark andTrumpeter Finch, plus many other
desert species.

A visit to the vast Sahara Desert is one of the standout locations of our tour.

Days 8 - 9. Birding t he Sahara Desert

We will spend two full days in the Sahara Desert and explore the area around the town of Merzouga
using comfortable 4x4 vehicles.

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Day 10.Transfer to Ouarzazate via the AnttAtlas Mountains

Today we will make the long drive back across central Morocco towards Ouarzazate, a stunning
town and fortress in thimothills of the AnttAtlas Mountainsfamous for appearing iGame of
Thrones Gladiator and many other films and TV shows

During our five-hour journey we will stop for birding and we should find common scrub species
like White-crowned Wheatear, Great Grey Shrike, and others mentioned previously. Before
reaching Ouarzazatere will stop and scan the veBarrage EI Mansour Eddahfihis is another
hugely productive site with over 200 species recorded here, with thegiaky and abundance

of birdsbeing during our visit.

This massivdake is a fantastic spot for us to find a huge range of wildfowl, shorebirds (waders),
herons, egretdirds of prey, gulls, terns, hirundines, and passerines. Its pgsitidiihe attraction
of resident and migrant birds water, makes it a site whetéerally anything could turn up. To
